Follow
signs to the Palisades Parkway North to Exit 9W (NY State Thruway I-
87N). Proceed to Exit 16-Harriman. Pay toll and exit immediately at right
bearing at Woodbury Outlets Blvd.

From Newark Airport: Follow signs to Garden State Parkway North.
Proceed on Garden State Parkway to end. Follow signs to NY State
Thruway I-87N toward Albany and continue to Exit 16-Harriman. Pay 

 toll and exit immediately bearing right at Woodbury Outlets Blvd.
